The theme for the competition is Improving Patient Flow and Access – Across the Continuum of Care and may include research projects, theoretical research, case studies, class projects, or any type of methodology in which IE skills were used or could be used to improve a healthcare related service, product, or process. The project should not be limited to patients; the process of patient flow can be affected by several aspects beyond the patient, i.e.; lab turnaround times, scheduling, etc.

Judging criteria will be based on originality and soundness; applicability; methodology; organization; and quality of the paper. For the top three scores of the graduate competition, an oral presentation will also be part of the competition. 

The undergraduate and graduate winners of the student competition will receive a cash gift of $500 and an additional $750 for air/hotel/miscellaneous travel expenses per team.

The Richard P. Covert, Ph.D., FHIMSS Scholarship for Management Systems is awarded to a student pursuing a degree (undergraduate or higher) in Management Engineering. In addition to the $5000 scholarship award, the winner will also receive an all-expense paid trip to the Annual HIMSS Conference and Exhibition. (Some restrictions may apply.) 

Applicants for the Richard P. Covert, Ph.D., FHIMSS scholarships must fulfill these minimum requirements: 

· The applicant must be a member in good standing of HIMSS

· The primary occupation of the applicant at the time the scholarship is awarded must be that of student in an accredited undergraduate, Masters or PhD program related to the healthcare information management systems field. The specific degree program is not a critical factor, although it is expected that programs similar to those in industrial engineering, operations research, healthcare informatics, computer science and information systems, mathematics, and quantitative programs in business administration and hospital administration will predominate.

· Undergraduate applicants must be at least a first-term junior when the scholarship is awarded. 

· Previous Foundation Scholarship winners are ineligible.
